
Is medical treatment needed?

Tell the child what you are going to do and tell the

Medical staff agree to

Tell the child what will happen next. Offer reassurance.

Log your concern on CPOMS. Ensure Tomás Kiernan, the CPL, or another member of the Safeguarding 
Team is aware of the events as a matter of urgency.  

Visitors to the Academy and supply staff should complete the ‘logging a concern’ sheet & place it in the 
box at reception, remembering to let the receptionist know that a concern has been put in the box.
