The Youth Voice Census is an annual temperature check on how
young people in the UK feel about life, study, work and general
prospects. Over 4,000 young people aged 11-30 took part in
2023. It is the largest survey of young people in the UK. This
year’s Youth Voice Census findings indicate that young people
are feeling disconnected from where they live with increasing
concerns of what their futures might hold.
